Step 2: Portfolio Requirements

1. Film Related: This can include any films, short films, scripts, treatments, documentaries, music videos, production sketches,
and/or storyboards. Include 2-4 Film Related items with your Portfolio.

2. Non-Film Related: This can include any creative pursuit outside of flmmaking, including photography, painting, sculpture,
poetry, creative writing, building, or any other creative venture. Include 1-3 Non-Film Related items with your Portfolio.

Note: Make sure to include comments regarding the position you had in each project. (i.e.: writer, editor, actor, photographer,
sculptor...)
